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AWC creates this list as an easy reference guide for certain bills of interest to cities. It is not intended to be a
comprehensive list of the bills that AWC is tracking or taking a position on. The listis updated weekly, and bills may
be removed, added, or moved within categories at any time.

SB 5184 Significantly reduces local authority to set on-site parking requirements, Do not advance
